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About the Authority

The Virginia National Defense Industrial
Authority (VNDIA) was created during the
2005 session of the Virginia General
Assembly. As described by enabling
legislation, it was the sense of the
General Assembly that:

“...a need exists for the provision of
technical assistance and coordination
between the Commonwealth, its political
subdivisions and the United States
military...”

The Authority consists of eighteen
members appointed by the Governor,
Speaker of the House or Senate Rules
Committee.

The work of the Authority is conducted
through three working committees:

Continually seek military operational gains
for Virginia through new missions and
realignments.

Follow and evaluate federal and state
legislation affecting Virginia-based
military installations and advocate for
necessary funding.

- Governor’s Office

- Virginia’s Congressional Delegation

LOCAL COORDINATION, SUPPORT &

COMMUNICATION
Coordinate communications with and
among regional and community
military councils.

Facilitate communications regarding
military and defense issues through the
VNDIA website, media contacts and
elected officials.

Visit military installations, meeting with
base and community leaders.

Assist in developing and implementing
recommendations that meet challenges
and create opportunities for installations
and communities.

GRANT REVIEW & OVERSIGHT

+ Administer Virginia’s Military Strategic
Response Fund.

+ Provide oversight for projects financed
through grant funding.

MILITARY STRATEGIC RESPONSE FUND
The fund was established by Virginia’s 2006
General Assembly to assist communities
affected by the 2005 BRAC process.

During FY07-08, the Governor made 19
awards for projects ranging from $40,000
to $7.5 million. Projects must be fully
supported by local governing bodies.
Grants have been awarded for:

» Transportation improvements

+ Operations, local & regional

e Public infrastructure

 Environmental issues

» Encroachment issues

+ Workforce transition

« Historic preservation

Additional funds have been made available in
FY09-10 for projects related to NAS Oceana,
DARPA and Fort Lee.
